Dear Penn Yan Community,

In 2021-2022 the staff and Board of Trustees
of Penn Yan Public Library (PYPL) continued
to endeavor to meet Penn Yan Public Li-
brary's mission which is to awaken and satis- &%

fy curiosity in the individual, thus enriching
the community.

Some 21-22 highlights:

- PYPL benefited from American Recovery

Plan Act funding, enabling us to replace a ma-
jority of our computers used by both public and staff.

- Patrons came back into our physical building with the easing of the pandem-

ic. Library visits increased by 70% from 31,208 in 20-21 to 53,134 in 21-22.

- Overall physical item and downloadable title borrowing went up by 12% from
76,281 in 20-21 to 85,128 in 21-22.

- PYPL offered programs and displays in conjunction with 38 local and regional

community agencies and organizations throughout 21-22.

- The PYPL Board of Trustees permanently eliminated overdue fines.

- By moving the June book sale outside and to Friday mornings, the Friends of

PYPL doubled the funds that were raised in pre-pandemic sales.

- Staff continued to work toward the goals set
forth in the PYPL 2019-2023 Strategic Plan
(https://pypl.stls.org/?page_id=541) and are
presently working to collect community input
to create a new plan for 2024-2028.
